Congregational Meeting 

 本堂於2018年4月29日舉行了特別教友大會討論聘請牧

者，關於「將中、英文事工牧者之兩個職位，由每週工

作30小時改為每週工作40小時全職崗位，以便增加空缺

的吸引力」之動議。這兩個職位增加工作時間所產生的

額外薪酬開支，將由前瞻基金支付；因此不影響本堂

2018年度的常務運作預算。此項動議表決結果：教友大

多數接納和通過。又獲多倫多東南區區會牧職人事委員

會於2018年5月2日舉行之會議中接納本堂呈上是項之修

定。本堂面試小組亦已在網上更改了聘請的內容。 

 On Sunday, 29 April 2018, a Special Congregational Meeting was 
held for members to vote on a matter relating to our current efforts 
to recruit ministers.  The matter of changing both Position 
Descriptions (Chinese and English ministries) from Part-time (30 
hours per week) to Full-time (40 hours per week) in order to 
increase the attractiveness of the vacancies was discussed along 
with the understanding that the additional resources for these two 
positions will be drawn from the Vision Fund (thus our church 
2018 annual budget remains unchanged).  The resulting vote saw 
members overwhelmingly accept the change to Full-time for each 
Position Description.  The Presbytery Pastoral Relations 
Committee met 2 May 2018 and accepted the changes.  The 
Interview Team has since updated the online Position Descriptions.

THE AGAPE FEAST 

 

A love feast or agape feast was a fellowship meal eaten by Christians 
in the early church. There is biblical evidence for the practice of these 
communal meals, during which Christians gathered not just for the 
sake of sustenance and socializing, but for the sake of fellowship. 
We gather today for Christian fellowship. 
 

A Reading from Acts 2: 43-47; Life among the Believers 

Awe came upon everyone, because many wonders and signs were 
being done by the apostles.  All who believed were together and had 
all things in common;  they would sell their possessions and goods 
and distribute the proceeds to all, as any had need.  Day by day, as 
they spent much time together in the temple, they broke bread at 
home and ate their food with glad and generous hearts,  praising God 
and having the goodwill of all the people. And day by day the Lord 
added to their number those who were being saved. 
 
Opening Prayer 

How wonderful it is, how pleasant, for God’s people to live together 
in harmony! (Ps 133) 
This is the place and this is the time:  
Here and now, God waits to break into our experience.   
To change our minds.  To change our hearts. To change our ways.  
To make us see the world and the whole of life in a new light.  
To fill us with hope, joy and certainty for the future. Here and now – 
let us love God and love one another. 
 

A Reading from Luke 22:14-20; The Story of the Feast 

When the hour came, he took his place at the table, and the apostles 
with him.  He said to them, “I have eagerly desired to eat this 
Passover with you before I suffer;  for I tell you, I will not eat it until 
it is fulfilled in the kingdom of God.”
