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At the Church Board January 24, 2021 Meeting, the Board accepted

Connie Cheung resignation as a member of Interview Team. The
vacancy is filled by Robert Tai.
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Since the inception of the TCUC Interview Team in November 2020,
the group has been hard at work preparing for the process of finding
ministers for the Chinese and English Ministries. The team underwent
training under the guidance of Rev. Henry Poutiainen, United Church
of Canada (UCC) Liaison. The team has received applicants for the
English Minister position and will be moving forward with interviews
in the final weeks of March. UCC, TCUC Church Board and the team
are continuing to explore recruitment opportunities for the Chinese
Minister position. We pray God's guidance, wisdom and care is felt
through the interview process as TCUC continues to search for fitting
leadership.
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The Church Board appreciates the continued dedication and ministry of
Rev. Cheung at TCUC during his retirement. Since there has only been
minimal interest received for the Chinese Minister position through the
official search process, the Church Board feels alternate ways for the
minister search is required. In consultation with Shining Waters
Regional Council, the Church Board has decided to recruit for a
contract minister position overseas (i.e. China, Hong Kong), in parallel
to the official Minister search process led by the Interview Team. If an
appropriate candidate is identified, the contract position gives TCUC
the opportunity to assess the individual’s longer term fit beyond the
initial term of two years.
